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  We will work together to ensure that every Marine and Sailor has the 

resources available to them to be resilient and ready for all the 

challenges the Marine Corps lifestyle.  Although each individual Marine 

is responsible for their own personal readiness, leadership and the 

Family Readiness Officer owe them the information that will help each 

Marine and family member easily navigate the Combat Center and its 

various resources.   

  There are a few objectives that will help us establish and maintain a 

high level of family readiness: 

  1.  Communicating openly, honestly, and frequently with Marines and 

their family members. 

  2.  Address issues, small and large, as soon as possible so not to 

lessen the focus on our training mission. 

  3.  Reinforce the importance of mentorship and community 

participation. 
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
