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U.S., Singapore Forces sharpen combined arms skills, relations at Camp Pendleton

CAMP PENDLETON, Calif. --- Marines of 1st Battalion, 5th Marines Regiment, 1st Marine Division are scheduled to conduct live fire combined arms training with elements of the 7th Singapore Infantry Brigade aboard Camp Pendleton from Dec. 4 to Dec. 19 as a part of Exercise Valiant Mark 14.2, an enduring bilateral training exercise between the U.S. Marine Corps and the Singaporean Armed Forces.
